Whereas it is necessary in the interest of public safety and convenience in view of the construction work of East-West Metro Corridor for erection of staging for portal piers PP-07 to PP-11 as well as staging arrangement for part of Salt Lake Stadium Station near Swabhumi/Appollo Hospital of Elevated viaduct for the project of Kolkata Metro Rail Corporation Limited, I, Gautam Mohan Chakrabarti, Commissioner of Police, Kolkata, in exercise of power vested in me under section 115,116,117,122 and 126 of M V Act, 1988, section 62,62(1B) of Calcutta Police Act, 1866,39,39(1B)of Calcutta Subn. Police Act 1866 read with Rule No.85,86,87 and 93 of the Riles for the Regulation of Traffic in Kolkata and its suburbs  and under Sub-Section[1] of section 4 of the West Bengal Traffic Regulation Act,1865 (W.B. Act XV of 1965) read with Govt. of West Bengal Home (Transport) Department Order No.7605/WT,Dated 20th July, 1965 and Govt. of West Bengal in Transport Department Notification No.3363-WT/3M/34/99 dated the 29th April, 1999, do hereby order that the movement of all kinds of vehicles moving north along the western flank of E M By Pass shall be regulated in the following manner. Diversion during work (in between 23:00 hrs. and 5:00 hrs) 

* North bound traffic of E M By pass will be diverted towards west along Narkeldanga Main Road-Phoolbagan crossing-CIT Road from the crossing of Narkeldanga Main Road/E M By pass.

* It is to be further noted that goods vehicles above the clearance of 4.5 mtrs. in height, would face inconvenience in negotiating the stretch and hence they too will be diverted from the intersection of N M Road/E M By Pass to avail the above route.
Vehicle in emergent work of Government and public utility agencies may be allowed to move along stretch in reference on the basis of specific permission given by Dy. Commissioner of Police, Traffic Department, Kolkata on as case by case basis.

These will come into force with immediate effect and will continue until the completion of work.
